Directions:  This exercise is due at the end of class.  It is worth 20 points.  You must follow all of the directions below to earn full credit.  Make sure your card is neat, well organized, and colorful.  This assignment must be completed to be eligible to participate in the following activity.

The purpose of a business card is to introduce yourself to other people.  Your business card will help you meet new people in our class and learn more about those you already know. 1. Print your full name in the middle of the card.

2.  Write the name of your school beneath your name.

3.  In the top left corner, write a sentence in which you 

     list two or three things you like to do.

4.  In the top right corner, write a sentence describing one 

     goal that you have for this year.

5.  In the bottom left corner, write one sentence

     describing an exciting thing you did this summer.

6.  In the bottom right corner, finish this sentence: “I am happy

     when. . .”                

7.  Draw a design (a logo or symbol) that represents you.  Place 

     it wherever you feel it is appropriate on your card.  (For 

     example, a teacher might have an apple, or an author might

     have a pen.)
